Goals of the Scholarship: 
The NT NEIHR Master’s Scholarship is intended to support Indigenous students from the Northwest Territories or Yukon, who are interested in pursuing a master’s degree in any field related to health and wellbeing. Students from various disciplines are encouraged to apply and should explain how their field of study is related to the concept of community health and/or engagement in their application. Applicants will be assessed based on their commitment to community health and/or engagement, and how they embody the values of respect, relevance, responsibility and reciprocity[footnoteRef:1]. Eligibility Requirements: 
· Self-identify as Indigenous (First Nations, Métis, or Inuit) 
· Be a master's student enrolled in a post-secondary institution. 
· Be a Canadian citizen or a permanent resident of Canada. 
· If you have held an NT NEIHR scholarship for more than 2 years prior to this application, eligibility will be determined based on funding availability.
· Submit a completed application and relevant supplemental documents prior to the deadline posted for the funding opportunity. 
· Be able to provide a detailed final report at the end of the funding year, i.e., August 31, 2027

Details of Key Application Pieces: 
Cover Letter:
· Length: 2 pages, single spaced 
· Describe why you chose to pursue a master’s degree, and how the field of your study is related to community health and/or engagement. 
· Include details of any previous experiences in professional, academic or extracurricular activities that have prepared you for the master’s program. 

Detailed Final Report: 
· Length: 1 page, single spaced 
· A narrative report of how the scholarship has contributed to your studies will be due at the end of the funding year (i.e., August 31, 2027)
· The report will be primarily used to help NT NEIHR improve the scholarship for future cycles and may be included in future evaluations and reports. If you would like us to keep your responses out of the report, please let us know.   
· Some potential questions to address: 
· How did the funds contribute to your personal/professional and project’s success?
· In what ways did the scholarship help advance your understanding of health and wellbeing for Indigenous Northerners? 
· What are some of the key learnings and take-aways that you’ve had during your studies this year? 
· Are there additional supports that you feel may be missing in your student experience?
